Costumes 



Costume Distribution 
Costumes will be distributed later this spring as long as your family account balance is zero and 
paid in full (this excludes future charges such as birthday parties and summer camps/classes). 
We do have some costumes arriving later than others. Please be patient as we prep costumes 
and checklists for distribution. ***Please review your costume checklist that is attached to your 
child’s costume upon receipt for hair/makeup needs and necessary accessories.***  

 
Costume Care 

●​ Label all costumes, shoes, accessories, and tights with your child’s name. Please do not 
wash costumes in your washing machine. 

●​ NOTE: To ensure that there are no costume problems, students should not wear their 
costumes, accessories, or tights prior to the photo session, dress rehearsal, or performance. 

●​ I recommend that costumes are brought in a large bag with the child’s name labeled on the 
outside or in their hanging bag.  We cannot hang the hanging bags on any Cleburne ISD 
furniture. 

Tights 

Tights for the performance and photos should be purchased through Infinity Dance Center to 
ensure that all the dancers will match in their class, Revolution Brand, colors: suntan and pink.  
These tights will be charged to your account. 

●​ Ballet classes will wear pink tights.   
●​ Tap, Jazz, and HipHop will wear tan tights.  
●​ Contemporary –  tan tights 
●​ Please make sure undergarments cannot be seen when wearing costumes.  

Photography 

On April 25th (4:30-7:00) and April 26th (4:30-7:00) Kellye French with Milk + Honey Photography 
will be taking our posed dance pictures this year.  These pictures are optional, but I like to give 
everyone the opportunity to take dance pictures.  Photo sessions will be at Infinity Dance Center.   
Once pictures are completed and edited, she will upload them to a gallery. You will be emailed a 
PIN to view the gallery with your dancer’s photos.  From the gallery, you will be able to order full 
resolution downloadable images, or you may purchase high quality prints that can be picked up at 
the studio.  A $10 deposit will be required to reserve your session with her.   You may make your 
deposit through Venmo.  Note:  If you have more than one dancer and would like individual photos, 
two deposits are needed for each session for your dancers.  Please contact Kellye for questions 
related to pictures and to schedule/pay your deposit, text is best.

Tickets 

We will be selling tickets to our recital this year to cover the costs of production.  Tickets will be 
tiered and range from $20-$30.  You will be able to reserve and select your exact seats.  Tickets will 
go on sale April 20th to our dance families.  We will send out a link and you will be able to purchase 
your tickets through a 3rd party website, ticketleap.  You will be able to send this link to friends and 
family and they may purchase tickets through this link as well.  Tickets will be $25 at the door and 
cash will not be accepted.  

Dress Rehearsal 

The dress rehearsal allows the students to become familiar with the auditorium surroundings 
and feel comfortable with their performance, costume(s), and being onstage. Lighting, music 
cues, set changes, and all other logistics for an organized and professional performance are 
rehearsed so that the students make the best impression possible.  This is a very valuable 
experience for our dancers. It helps them gain confidence and become comfortable with their 
new surroundings for their recital performance.  Participation in the dress rehearsal is 
mandatory. 

Tips for having a successful dress rehearsal 

●​ Please use your costume checklist and make sure their hair, tights, and accessories are good 
to go!  Remember we will be taking pictures this day. 

●​ Please arrive at least ten minutes prior to your child’s specified rehearsal time.  
●​ Look for the other students in your class and please sit together in the audience area.  We will 

be calling classes on to the stage from there, not from the backstage area.   
●​ Please make all costume changes backstage in the dressing rooms.   
●​ Parents are responsible for all costume changes and supervision during the rehearsal. 
●​ We do not practice the finale during the rehearsal. After their last dance they are free to 

leave. 
●​ No food or drink is allowed in the dressing room area or auditorium. Please do your best to 

keep them organized and clean. 
●​ Parents or guardians may videotape or photograph their children at the dress rehearsal.  

Please note: No video will be allowed at the recital.  Please do not come up to the front of the 
stage to video. 

●​ No electrical outlets will be available, so be sure your batteries are fully charged.

Drop-off and Pick-up Procedures for Recital Day 
One parent or guardian should bring them to their backstage check-in area.  Dancers should 
not enter the house(audience area) on recital day. Follow the signs back stage.  There will be 
two different areas for check in depending on classes.  Please check the signs in the lobby.  You 
will check in your dancers with the designated staff member at the end of the hallway.  They will 
be checked in and placed under the supervision of the class sitters. Parents are not allowed 
backstage after the children have been checked in for the recital. Students will remain 
backstage for the entire performance.  Dancers should come fully dressed for their first dance.  
Signage will be at the event for assistance. Please take your dancers to the restroom before 
dropping them off.  There is not a restroom back stage. Restrooms are located in the lobby.

Can I pick up my dancer early? Does my dancer have to stay for the whole show?  
Please do not attempt to pick up your child during the performance. All students will be under the 
supervision of responsible babysitters and will be safe for the length of the performance. 
 
After the finale, the students will be checked out by staff to a parent.  Parents are to line up along 
the hallway and the child’s name will be called for pick up.  Look for the signs that will be posted. 

Audience Etiquette 

●​ Enthusiastic applause and cheers are strongly encouraged to support the dancers on stage. 
●​ The use of video or flash photography and videotaping is strictly prohibited during the recital. 

It is important that you pass this policy on to your recital guests. 
●​ The doors to the auditorium will open 30 minutes prior to the show. Nobody will be allowed 

in before that time unless they are staff or parents of Senior students.
